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¢ We view the Workforce Development Fund as
a special and really beneficial pot of money
which enables additional investment into
developing our staff. Particularly for those staff
willing and keen to learn but often ineligible
to access other funding routes. It also allows
us to purchase more specialist or bespoke
development opportunities to improve quality of
care which otherwise we just couldn’t afford. Y
